Correspondence:  A thank you was received from Harriett Zipfel, Galesburg Librarian.  A thank you was received from Kathy Lowe Arthur for “Vaccine Safety Manual”.

President’s Report:  Kirkwood Branch Librarian Linda Hollenberg gave some brief comments in regard to the Kirkwood Branch Library.  Linda began working as librarian in 1998.  She referred to the main changes since her employment.  It is a library for younger children and about 10 teens.  She requested reducing the library hours from 13 to 11 hours per week.  On Thursday the hours would be 5:00–7:00 P.M.  She is looking at retirement in 2 years.  She does a manual tally of circulation and is in direct/ partnership with churches kids’ programs.  A swap of books with Friends of Library was suggested.  Cut back on magazines due to lack of adult interest was recommended.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Building and Grounds:  Narkiewicz reported September 24 clean-up/sorting day in upstairs was very successful.  The unwanted items have yet to be hauled away.

Finance and Development:  Distin presented the proposed tax levy.   Distin (Committee) moved to accept Ordinance #5 – 11-12, 2011-2012 Annual Tax Levy ($608,000.00).  Ayes-10, Nays-0.  Motion carried.  Recorded vote.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A.  Per Capita Grant Requirements:  The trustees named 7 sources of revenue to the library.  Director Good will send the list of sources on the grant application.

B.  Governance and Administration, Chapter 2 – used by Illinois Public Libraries to maintain highest standard of excellence.  The trustees were asked to review as applies to Warren County Public Library District operation.  Trustees could improve continuing education efforts through ALA or ILA.
LIBRARIAN’S REPORT:

Circulation/Programs/Internet/Door Count Stats:  Circulation stats were negative except e-books.  The Children’s Librarian is planning many programs.
Warren Achievement Center Accident:  Repairs have been completed.

Friends of Library:  Two sales are planned per year – Spring and Fall.

Charity Requests:  The response to requests is not to give to charities because we are a tax supported entity.
Carpet Cleaned:  The carpet is in the process to be cleaned.

Columbus Day Holiday:  Eighty-eight holiday hours are allowed per year.  Columbus Day will not be a holiday.
